MUSIC:  AN INTRODUCTION
Music is:  The art of combining tones or sounds/Organizing sound (melody & harmony, words, rhythm and beat to please the human ear. 

Passive Listening:  Listening to music while doing other things 

Active Listening:  Listening to music while directly paying attention to it.

Music Advancements by Technology:

1) Recording Industry – Invention of the grammaphone, records, radio, tape, cd and .mp3 files

2) Use of synthesizers and electronics in both performance and recording

3) Computers (creating, writing, producing and playback)

Why the Study of Music is Important:

1) Part of our daily lives (know more about everyday things)

2) Soothes & Relaxes the soul (music therapy philosophies)

3) Allows us to communicate better with our fellow man

The 6 Major Elements of Music:

1) Sound:  Includes Source/Instrumentation, Timbre (Tone Color), Texture and Volume

2) Harmony:  The way that sounds are combined to create a piece of music/The use of intervals (scales) and chords that add depth to the musical line.

3) Melody:  A musical line that has a succession of single notes that have a beginning, middle and an end. Look for range, motion and shape in melodies.

4) Rhythm: Relationship between music and time/the “heartbeat” of music.  Tempo is known as “musical pace”.  

5) Form:  Design and structure of a musical work.  Standard, Strophic, Through-Composed.

6) Text (Words):  Convey an idea which the listener can relate to his or her life.
